· Against the Iraq War Resolution in the Fall of 2002.
· Supports the position of Rep. John Murtha (D-PA) to bring the troops home as soon as practicable.
· Supports Sen. Joe Biden's (D-Del.) call for the immediate closure of the Guantanamo Bay military prison camp. 
· In favor of the Woolsey Amendment calling for an exit strategy from Iraq. 

· Supported the (failed in Senate vote) motion to support the health needs of our veterans and military personnel and reduce the deficit by making tax rates fairer for all Americans.  (opposed by Snowe)
· Supported the (failed in Senate vote) motion to provide an additional $500 million for each of fiscal years 2006 through 2010, to be used for readjustment counseling, related mental health services, and treatment and rehabilitative services for veterans with mental illness, post-traumatic stress disorder, or substance use disorder. (opposed by Snowe)
