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	“A plausible scenario for a military collision with Iran involves Iraqi failure to meet the benchmarks; followed by accusations of Iranian responsibility for the failure; then by some provocation in Iraq 
or a terrorist act in the U.S. blamed on Iran; 
culminating in a ‘defensive’ U.S. military action against Iran that plunges a lonely America into a spreading and deepening quagmire eventually ranging across Iraq, Iran, Afghanistan, and Pakistan.”


Please note:
1. accusations of Iranian responsibility for the failure (NOT EVIDENCE)
2. a terrorist act in the U.S. blamed on (NOT COMMITTED BY) Iran
3. a “defensive” U.S. military action (“DEFENSIVE” IN QUOTES!!)

These are his quote marks from his printed remarks, on the committee website.


Brzezinski knows whereof he speaks.  He was the organizer of the mujaheddin, armed with Stinger missiles and sent into Afghanistan in the 80’s, who eventually brought down the USSR.  He is most famous for, and most proud of, his provocation of the Soviets, luring them into Afghanistan in the first place!
